	Nursery 
Sort and match sets of objects by recognising similarities  

Use mark making to begin to record collections  


	Reception 
Sort and classify objects using one criterion  

Record collections using marks, numbers or pictures 

	Year 1

Sort and classify objects using more than one criterion  

Collect information by voting or sorting and represent it in pictures, objects or drawings  

Make lists and tables based on data collected  


	Year 2
Sort and classify objects using more than two criteria  
Gather and record data from:  

· lists and tables

· diagrams

· block graphs

· pictograms where the symbol represents one unit 

Extract and interpret information from lists, tables, diagrams and graphs

	· Match objects – one to one 
· Set/classify objects – one criterion  
· Explain the criterion  

· Place objects in specific sets 
· Show/represent findings using pictures or objects 
· Label sets or select their categories 
· Record collections using marks/numbers or pictures 
· Create and order lists and tables 
· Discuss the best methods of showing information  
· Create a graph with the children as a record  
· Collect data collaboratively  
· Use a computer to create a one for one pictogram and discuss it 


	Sort
· Set/classify objects – two criteria  

· Recognise and explain the criteria 
· Select their own criteria 
· Classify and sort numbers and shapes/pictures/objects using two criteria e.g. Venn and Carroll.

· Label a completed Carroll diagram 
· Extract and interpret information from sorting diagrams 
Collect and present 
· Collect information by voting or sorting  
· Collect data quickly and organise a table – What information should we collect? 
· Make a tally of the results and create a table 
· Check tables 
· Transfer data from a table to a graph 
· Transfer information from a graph to a table 
· Block graph - multilink, computer, grid paper 
· Simple bar chart 
· Use computer software to record and display data  
· Label axes/title  
· Create a block/bar chart on squared paper (with both axes noted) 
· Check graphs  

· Record results in tables, lists, diagrams and block graphs 
· Use and produce a simple frequency table 
· Produce a pictogram on a computer where one symbol represents one object 
· Compare graphs and discuss differences 
Analyse
· Extract information from a number of tables, charts and graphs 
· Interpret a table 
· What is the common number? How many? How many more/less than? 
· Analyse and interpret graphs – discussion slides 
· Answer questions e.g. how many children were asked? Which…….did the children like the best? 
· Find information from a graph/chart/table 
· Think of questions 
· Interpret ‘cold’ graphs 
· Extract and interpret information from timetables 
· Questions “What if…?” 
· Create a complete survey – collect, classify and organise information 
· Work through the steps independently  

· Plan a sheet for collecting information and select an appropriate method for recording 
· Collect data independently after deciding which information/data is required
