· Round off measurements to the nearest cm/m 
· Read a simple scale – where is 25cm on the measuring tape/ruler? 
· Use a wide range of equipment to measure e.g. measuring tape, meter wheel, surveyor’s tape, meter ruler and know which one is appropriate to the task 
· When would you use a measuring tape rather than a ruler? 
· Addition and subtraction word problems up to 100cm e.g. I have 1m of ribbon and I cut off 40cm. How much ribbon do I have left? How many 20cm pieces of ribbon can I have out of one 1m piece? 
· Read a simple scale – where is 25cm on the measuring tape/ruler? 
· Measure curved lines. Use a piece of string to measure.
· Measure parts of the body in cm 
· Systematically compare, record and estimate measurements 
· ½ and ¼ metre = 50cm / 25cm
· 2m = 200cm……….
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
