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Note to practitioners:








It is expected that after completing their PESTLE activities the pupils will work towards demonstrating the skills that they have learnt in a Global Choices Conference.  





Whilst pupils will work with others to make their choices for the Global Choices Conference, their contribution must be an individual one.





This handbook contains suggestions as to how they can go about tackling their individual contribution.  More able pupils may not require the outlined support/guidance for LO2 (Creativity and Innovation), so teachers need to use their discretion and use the materials relevantly.





It might be appropriate at this point for pupils to complete a skills audit in order to assist them to make personal choices appropriate to them.  Their choice for the Global Choices Conference could help them to develop new skills and help them focus their Personal Review writing at the end of the Global Citizenship Challenge.





Task 9 Global Choices Conference





Following the PESTLE work that you have undertaken in preparation for The Personal Standpoint, you will have demonstrated a critical understanding and /or empathy with alternative perspectives of your chosen global issue.  





You will be ready now to work with others to formulate possible approaches to tackling your chosen global issue.





You will communicate these approaches creatively and innovatively at a 


Global Choices Conference.





In preparation for your contribution for the Global Choices Conference you will work with others to:





generate and evaluate  ideas on how to tackle the global issue;





select and implement one idea;





apply appropriate problem solving and decision making techniques;





produce materials and resources to be used in the conference.





Contributions to the Global Choices Conference could be one of the following:








a key note speech of 10 minutes;





a shot gun oral presentation of 5 minutes supported by an additional contribution in appropriate format, e.g. a film clip, a play, a song, an animation;





a conference paper of at least 500 words including key recommendations to be discussed at the conference.
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9.1 Key Note Speech





What is a key note speech?





A key note speech usually has a specific purpose:





It is usually delivered to set the underlying tone and to summarise the key message of a conference.





If you choose to deliver a key note speech then it must last for 10 minutes.











Audience and Purpose





Audience: LO1, LO2, LO4





Your key note speech must be aimed at your specific audience, so you must establish who your audience will be, e.g. a conference of your peers in your own school/college or a general conference of students from other educational establishments.





Purpose:





Decide on the purpose of your key note speech, e.g. 





What effect do you want your key note speech to have on your audience?





For example, 





Will the purpose of your key note speech be to simply raise the interest of your audience to a specific aspect of your particular global issue?





Will your speech be informative or educational?





Will it be a speech that will motivate your audience to take some sort of action after they have listened to it?





Writing your Key Note Speech to suit your audience and purpose: LO2, LO3, LO4





As part of your planning you should watch, listen to, or read a sample of Key Note speeches delivered to a variety of audiences.





Identify the audience and purpose of each Key Note speech and examine the techniques that the authors have used.





Remember: your speech is to be delivered to a live audience and you have only one chance to deliver your message, so make it memorable.





Once you have decided on the purpose of your speech and you have identified your audience, then you’re ready to draft your speech.





You must be seen to be credible, objective, knowledgeable and persuasive.











As part of your planning, be aware that your presentation is a live performance so you must be mindful of timing and pace and your relationship/interaction with your audience.  





You should use Standard English throughout and ensure that your sentence structure, punctuation and spelling are accurate.





Introduction: 


Keep it short – perhaps 1-2 minutes. 


Address/greet your audience.


An effective hook will capture the attention of your audience, identify them as a group and motivate them to listen attentively to you.


Take time to create your desired effect.  Think about pace and tone.  


Write notes to help your delivery, e.g. write [pause] when you want to pause for effect.





Tips for delivery: 


Look confident.  In order to do this, stand with your feet 15-30cms apart.  This will give balance to your body and you will look more natural and confident.  


Before speaking, look at your audience, pick out some friendly faces, make eye contact and then begin.


Use a loud and clear, confident voice.


You may want to include a personal experience or anecdote early in your speech, because you are usually most comfortable when relating a story, so will help you relax and to overcome any anxiety that you may feel at the start of your speech.





Planning and drafting your key note speech: LO1, LO2, LO3, LO4





When planning and drafting your speech, ensure that your speech is logical in its development.  Your audience will respond better to information that is presented in clear units.





Plan each section carefully and ask yourself what effect you want to create and how you want your audience to react.  How will each section link from the one that precedes it and the one that will follow it?  Link each idea with carefully chosen connectives.





Provide hard evidence, but be selective about using statistics and data.  Too many will lead your audience to lose interest in your argument; too few will leave them thinking that it’s unconvincing.





Use information to support your ideas in order to explain what you believe and why.  Present your audience with strong statements of belief and then justify and expand on your ideas.  





Use a variety of techniques in order to achieve your desired effects, e.g.





appeal to the emotions and feelings of your audience by using emotive language;


make use of three-part lists – e.g. three reasons, three benefits, three emotive words;


use repetition in order to reinforce opinions or ideas;


pose rhetorical questions;


use strong adjectives and verbs;


use the second person pronoun ‘you’ to address and involve your audience directly;


humour (if appropriate);


memorable phrases or quotes.








As part of your presentation/performance make use of a variety of paralinguistic features, e.g. as you introduce a new point, move or make a hand gesture to show that you are changing direction or take a step towards your audience. Purposeful movement of any kind will help ensure a natural and confident posture.  





Vary the tone and pace of your delivery: increase your pace to create excitement or to motivate; slow your pace to add seriousness and pause for dramatic effect.  However, don’t make too many pauses or talk too slowly as that will encourage your audience to become passive and indifferent to your message.

Conclusion: LO1, LO2, LO3, LO4





When planning your conclusion, think back to the purpose of your key note speech, e.g. If you are hoping for change, then you have to give your audience hope that they can make a difference





Review and evaluate your writing.  Have you achieved your goal?





 Practise delivering your key note speech on your own and then to a friendly

Adjust your pace and timing accordingly and ensure that it lasts for at least ten minutes.
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9.2 Conference Paper 


The Conference paper must be of at least 500 words including key recommendations to be discussed at the conference.














Purpose: LO1, LO3





What is the purpose of a Conference Paper?





First you should establish the main purpose and concerns of the Conference.  What is its central theme?





Your Conference Paper must have a central thesis or purpose and should be relevant and significant to the theme of the conference.





It should raise questions and key recommendations for discussion at the conference.





It may argue a specific point or may share findings or other insights from research that you have carried out.





Above all your Conference Paper must be accessible and clear.





Audience: LO1, LO2, LO4





Your audience will be familiar with the subject matter of your global issue.  Therefore you will need to convince them that you are a credible delegate and that your position or ideas about a particular global issue are correct.  





You must convince them that you have carried out relevant research and you have important findings and information to report.  





You must support your key recommendations with sufficient evidence and research to convince your audience of your credibility.





Format:  Your Conference Paper will either try to convince your audience that your position or ideas about a particular topic are correct or that you have important findings and information to report about relevant research that you have carried out.  LO3, LO4





Your paper should follow a logical sequence:


Begin with your hypothesis.


Make sure that you include any important information that the audience may need to understand the hypothesis.


Discuss your research methods.


Report your findings.


Discuss the implications of these findings as they relate to your subject matter.


Present your conclusions or recommendations.








Plan, draft, review, evaluate, practise and amend: LO1, LO4





Plan your writing remembering that you have a word expectation of at least 500 words.


Write your first draft.


Review and evaluate your writing.  Have you achieved your goal?


Amend and re-draft.


Practise delivering your conference paper on your own and then to a friendly, 


     critical audience.


Adjust your pace and timing accordingly.
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9.3 Shot gun oral presentation of 5 minutes supported by additional contribution in appropriate format, e.g. a film clip, a play, a song, an animation.





This is the option that gives you greatest flexibility to use and develop your creative and innovative skills (LO2) in order to generate new, original and innovative concepts or ideas to convey your understanding of your global issue. (LO4)


Use a SWOT analysis (LO2) to assess and evaluate your ideas in order to help you make the right choice for your presentation.  It will help you to identify problems and analyse possible options, decisions and solutions. (LO1)


Reflect on your decision making process and justify your choice making your reasons clear. (LO1)


Plan your final ideas, ensuring that you communicate your message and make your understanding of your chosen global issue clear to your audience. (LO3, LO4)


Experiment with your ideas and amend them, making sure that they are appropriate to your audience and purpose. (LO2)


Practise and rehearse your performance on your own and then to a friendly, but critical audience. (LO2, LO3)


Adjust your pace and timing accordingly and ensure that your presentation lasts for at least five minutes. 


Ensure that the technology/staging/musical equipment that you may require on the day is available or compatible with your requirements. (LO1)
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
