	Learners are able to: 
	
	· Use the vocabulary of probability to discuss events and how likely they are to occur e.g. certain, impossible and so forth   
· Place events on a labelled probability line – no chance, fair chance, certain 
· Create situations to describe probability e.g. throw a dice, money, turning cards over, counters in a bag, the weather, seeing an alien 
· Use numbers to describe situations e.g. a one-in-six chance of throwing a 4 on a dice
· Various investigations e.g. turning coins over

• recognise that impossible = 0 and that certain = 1 and that the probability of an event will lie on a scale between 0 and 1 

• express the probability of an event as a fraction or decimal percentage  

• give examples of events that have a probability of ½ 

• determine events with two outcomes that are/aren’t equally likely 
• record all the outcomes of two events as an exhaustive list 
• estimate the number of successes of an event, e.g. flipping a coin ten times, how many heads would be expected?
